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FAST, ABSTINENCE DURING LENT - During the Lenten season there are two days of fast and abstinence - 

Ash Wednesday, February 22nd and Good Friday, April 6th.  

Fasting applies to those between the ages of 18 and 59; abstinence applies to those 14 and older.  Fridays of Lent are 

days of abstinence from meat.  The Church strongly urges that we observe the Friday abstinence, but failure to do so
